The fourth gospel describes John the
Baptist as "a man sent from God" who
"was not the light", but "came as a
witness, to bear witness to the light,
so that through him everyone might
believe". John confirms that he is not
the Christ nor Elijah nor 'the prophet'
when asked by Jewish priests and
Pharisees; instead, he described
himself as the "voice of one crying in
the wilderness".
